WHY TODAY AT A.F.R.?

Parts of the opening words presented by the president of A.F.R., Liliana Pagu

(You can find the opening words both attached and on the web www.afr.ro)

“As it has been a long time since we entirely knew what everyone else is doing, how we handle things, what successes we have and what we were unable to accomplish during the last 13 years of activity, the solidarity among associations of women and for women is a must during this difficult time, especially for women”.

It is time we knew each other better, recognized our potential, created a base on which to establish a common strategy and share working modalities with our beneficiaries, in order to have a better communication with governors and a more pregnant image in the media;

I therefore invite you to unite our forces in order to make women become conscience of what they represent, so that they may obtain and develop new abilities and become responsible of some positive changes both in their personal life and in the community

There are 70 organizations of women and for women on paper, but how many of them still function, what problems they have and especially what they have accomplished is known only through hearsay, at a local level and for a short period of time. A.F.R.. is interested in developing a program based on the alliance of all these forces involved in promoting women’s statute in Romania. 

We, women, must be aware of the power that we represent!

Loyal to its logo, “HELP ME TO HELP YOU”, A.F.R. is launching today the idea of a partnership through the accomplishment of common programs;

We do not have any time left to complain about anything. We must prove to ourselves firstly and then to everyone else that Romanian women are organized and can play an important role in the decision-making process.

Our time is coming soon, but we must be ready when it does!

The president of A.F.R., Liliana Pagu, proposed to the participants at the Round Table:

1. Working in partnership and developing a network named THE NATIONAL NETWORK OF WOMEN’S ORGANIZATIONS in ROMANIA

2. Organizing WOMEN’S NATIONAL CONFFERENCE in 2003.
The participants at the round table shortly presented their activity and the resources that can come up with in the network, as well as propositions for the future.

RESOURCES:

ASOCIATIA FEMEILOR DIN ROMANIA

 Can put at the Networks disposal:

· a meeting room;

· on-line communication;

· create and moderate the list and the discussion forum;

· the promotion of the Network’s members in the FEMINET program;

· conceive and launch the financing projects.

ARIADNA

· can organize courses and seminars on “How to Create an Image?”, “How to collaborate with the media?”

· promotion of the Network in Radio shows and create an image for women’s organizations which are part of the Network.

 IF

· can organize festivals, artistic events;

· programs for women who live under stress.

STUDIUM

· Can put at the Network’s disposal a well-equipped room for PC courses;

· Counseling on financial issues.

ASSOCIATION OF WOMEN FROM PITESTI 

APPESSR

· gives the opportunity for organizing events;

· a good collaboration with the City-Hall.

ASSOCIATION OF THE GRADUATES OF EUROPEAN COLLEGE

· information and studies;

· programs on the average woman.

THE BRITISH COUNCIL

· May put at the Network’s disposal a manual regarding the Election Campaign in relation to the future candidates in 2003;

· Will inform the Network about partnership possibilities in regional projects regarding human traffic or other issues in European integration.

ARDIS CONSULTING

· gives training on time management and team work;

· psychological counseling;

· gives the opportunity of collaborating with the TEACHING CENTRE BUCHAREST

ASSOCIATION OF MANAGER WOMEN BRASOV

· puts at the Network’s disposal a well-equipped area for organizing training, seminars;

- has the organizational capacity for the National Conference;

- develops the “VIP Woman” project, open to any partnership with the NGOs in the Network.

GUIDES’ ASSOCIATION OF ROMANIA

- open to work in partnership on projects for children and teenagers.

TOGETHER FOUNDATION GALATI AND WOMEN’S INSTITUTE

- open to work in partnership on social programs  for disadvantaged and elderly people

REQUESTS addressed at the Network:

· Make a lobby for the National Agency of equal chances;

· Programs on fighting against domestic violence whose victims are children;

· Programs on business women’s education and promotion.

· Prepare candidates for the 2004 elections;

·  A consistent campaign of presenting the projects of the organizations, part of the Network, into the media.

· Present the organizations of the Network at international events.

· Proposals for a legislation that will support women’s domestic work.

CONCLUSIONS:

1. All the participants at the Round Table accepted A.F.R.’s initiative of working in partnership within National Network of Women’s Organizations in Romania.

2.A.F.R.’s proposal, that the Network will organize in 2003 the National Conference of women’s movement, where representatives of international women’s organizations are invited, was entirely accepted.

3.The importance of finding ways of action in partnership from a national perspective was emphasized;

4.The necessity of intensifying the relationship with the media, of developing campaigns for promoting the Network’s activities was emphasized.

5. The method of communication will be a list and a form of discussion on-line, both for the Network's members and for other participants also.

6. A.F.R.’s proposal, that the organizations, members of the Network, promote themselves on A.F.R.’s web-site, was well accepted.

8.The next meeting will take place on Thursday, the 19th of September, at 4.30 p.m., at the A.F.R. center, and has the following objectives:

· Welcome new members in the National Network of women’s organizations;

· Organize the National Conference:

a) delegation of tasks;

b) obtain the finance for the event;

c) themes.

· Partnership on projects.          
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
